Admire the exquisite work of painter Wen Jun and ceramicist Professor
Chijian Ye. After venerated careers as art educators, both artists have
immersed themselves in their respective disciplines — finding success in
China and abroad.

A graduate of the Xi’an Academy of Fine Arts in China,

Wen Jun’s renderings of ancient Chinese narratives contrast with the
contemporary ceramics of Professor Chijian Ye. Now based in
Whitehorse, Professor Ye is a graduate of the Guangzhou and Xi’An
Academies of Fine Arts and has published widely on art, craft and
sculpture.

‘Now We Must Climb Higher’ reflects the anticipation of his subjects — two
young boys about to climb a treacherous monolith in Sri Lanka. This and
other stunning works will be on display.

In 2015, after 45 years of existence, Ceramics Victoria donated its entire
collection to the City of Whitehorse.

This exhibition showcases a variety of styles and techniques from each
decade, together with works by emerging artists like Yuso Lee and Ruby
Pilven. Mid-career and long-established ceramicists are represented by
Neville French, Pamela Irving, Ted Secombe and Jill Symes.

Legacy of the Impressionists
18 August — 17 September

Since its establishment in 1927, the Whitehorse Art Collection has
developed around a core of Australian Impressionist works by famous
painters from the nineteenth-century artists’ camp at Box Hill.

Significant works by Frederick McCubbin, Arthur Streeton and Tom Roberts
— together with their teacher Louis Buvelot and contemporary E. Phillips Fox
— will be displayed alongside paintings by artists from following generations,
including women who studied under these recognised ‘Fathers of Australian
Painting’.

The Art of lan Armstrong

22 September — 12 November

| offer to others, my way of seeing and thinking about nature.
—lan Armstrong, 1979.

Art consumed the life of modernist painter, drawer, printmaker and sculptor
lan Armstrong (1923—-2005). A student of art for his entire lifetime, he drew
inspiration from modernist George Bell. He studied life drawing with John
Berger in England during the 1950s and printmaking with Pierre Jonquieres
in France during the 1980s.

Recognised as an exhilarating artist, teacher and a most accomplished
craftsman of great talent, lan Armstrong’s work is represented in the
Australian National Gallery, the National Gallery of Victoria and in many
collections throughout Australia. A resident of Blackburn for more than 30
years, the artist’s works are also represented in the Whitehorse Art
Collection.

Once Were Photographs ... Peter Lyssiotis

From Deakin University Art Gallery, this exhibition of works by writer and
photomonteur Peter Lyssiotis questions the relationship between
photography and memory. What was once a photograph has been erased,
scratched, sand papered, smoothed and reworked to create a new image.

A City of Whitehorse resident, Peter Lyssiotis is represented in major art and
book collections across the globe including Cyprus, France, Holland,
Switzerland, the United States and Australia — notably the Deakin University
Art Collection and the City of Whitehorse Art Collection.
