As the weather gets cooler, preparing your home
for winter now will help you stay comfortable while
reducing energy bills.

Here are some tips to save energy this winter:

Install weather strips or use
door snakes around external doors and windows to
prevent up to 25% of your home's heat from
escaping through gaps.

Consider installing and
using electric reverse-cycle split systems that use
3-6 times less energy than gas or portable
electric heaters.

Maintain and clean
your wood heater and flue regularly and use only
untreated, dry and seasoned wood. Keep air controls
fully open when starting a fire and refuelling, set your
vent high enough to keep the fire burning brightly
and never let your wood heater smoulder.
