Eligibility
Young people (aged 10-25) in primary or 
secondary school, further education, training 
or courses who live or study in Whitehorse.

• �Young people/ their families must be 
experiencing financial hardship - evidenced  
by low-income health card of parents or  
young person. 

• �Grants of up to $400 per student (Maximum 
$1600: 4 students per school) per calendar 
year.

• �No other financial assistance / schemes  
are available to cover expenses.
